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This will be my last contribution to the Annual Report as President of the Society in a period of office which
has passed by incredibly quickly. | would like to pay tribute to all the Officers, Committee members and office
staff for their immense contributions and support both during this past year and also throughout the term of
my presidency.

It is clear that any Society must act on behalf of its members but in order to do that effectively it must first
understand their needs. Recently we used an online survey to seek our members’ views, in particular on
grants and awards. In the light of this feedback the Committee has been looking at the structure of our grants
during the past year in order to make them fit more with our members requirements. This has resulted in the
introduction of a Scientific Meeting Grant which is aimed at members wishing to attend scientific meetings
particularly, but not exclusively, those organised by the Society. This grant is intended to augment the more
significant President’s Fund where applicants would be expected to contribute to the meeting concerned. In
further response to members’ views this latter fund, together with the popular Students into Work grant, has
been increased in value. In the future we will also administer our own Regional Meetings grant rather than
organise it jointly with the Society for General Microbiology.

A particular interest of mine has been an expansion of the Society’s involvement in International Capacity
Building and over the past year the Committee has been exploring how this might be achieved. To this end
the Overseas Development grant and the Endangered Culture Collection fund have been rolled into a single
International Capacity Building grant to enable members in developed countries to assist those in developing
countries. In this regard we have also introduced a new form of Society membership called the e-affiliate
member. This membership is aimed at microbiologists working in the poorest countries of the world and is
available free of charge. They can access the Microbiologist magazine on-line and have available to them a
range of ICB funds. To date we have over 70 e-affiliate members enrolled.

It is encouraging that, despite the unfavourable economic climate, membership of SfAM has increased over
the previous year. This is undoubtedly due to the exceptional value the Society represents and the extensive
range of members’ benefits. During 2010 we held three highly successful scientific meetings which brought
considerable benefits to attendees who comprised both members and non-members alike. The third in our
series of Environmental Microbiology lectures, jointly sponsored by SfAM and Wiley-Blackwell, was presented
by Professor Willy Verstraete. His excellent lecture was available on the internet shortly after the event and
has been downloaded over 2,000 times. The Meetings Secretary’s report contains full details of all the
meetings held during 2010.

The Society’s members and the wider scientific community continue to benefit from the journals that we
publish and we are continually striving to add to our portfolio of titles. This year we have been in negotiation
with Wiley-Blackwell over the launch of a new Open Access microbiology journal which will have publishing
links to our existing journals. It is hoped that this will come on stream in the near future. A significant benefit
too is our much acclaimed in-house magazine Microbiologist which is published quarterly and is available free
to all members. A regular feature of this publication has been a series of articles on statistics for biologists by
Anthony Hilton and Richard Armstrong of Aston University. Wiley-Blackwell has now published this series as
a book which has been branded with the SfAM logo and we envisage being able to be able to offer this at a
discounted rate for members. Hopefully, this will be the first of a number of books jointly published in this way.
| would like to thank the Editors, Chief Editors and Editorial Boards for all their hard work over the past year
which has seen the reputation of our titles going from strength to strength. We are also indebted to our
publishers Wiley-Blackwell for their continued support.

In conclusion, the Society is well placed to look to the future with confidence. It is financially sound and has
an excellent group of committee members, officers and staff full of enthusiasm and innovative ideas. Most
importantly it has a vibrant membership base willing to engage in the activities of the Society and shape its
future direction. | wish the next President every success as he takes up his post in July 2011 and hope his
period of office is as fulfilling as mine has been.

Office Matters

The headquarters remain at the Business Centre on Brickhill Drive, Bedford. This accommodation continues
to adequately service the needs of the Society with all assets and archives suitably and safely housed. The
Society events are organised by an external contractor Kinetix Events, specifically Sally Cryer who continues
to provide an excellent service to the Society. We have also to formally welcome Ms Julie Buchanan as our
new member of the office team. Julie replaces Mrs Kate Coggins who resigned from the society this year. |
would like to record the Societies thanks for all her hard work during her time with us and we wish her the
very best for the future.

Membership

Currently we have 1668 members in 80 countries. These are divided into seven classes of membership: Full
ordinary (1046), Full student (300), Associate (28), Honorary (28), Retired (168), E-affiliate (71) and Corporate
(27). These figures represent a circa 9% increase from 2009, in the membership of the Society, which in the
current economic climate is very encouraging.

Awards

The most prestigious SfAM award is the W. H. Pierce Memorial Prize, presented by Oxoid Ltd to a young
microbiologist who has made a substantial contribution to science. 2010 was presented to Dr Mark Webber
from the University of Birmingham, UK . Dr Webber delivered a lecture at the 2010 Summer Conference held
in Brighton. The Communications award winner in 2010 was Professor John Oxford from Queen Mary,
University of London and London Scientific Director of Retroscreen Virology. The award was presented to
Professor Oxford at the Summer Conference dinner held at The Grand Hotel, Brighton, UK.

Grants

The Society offers a number of grants to which all members are encouraged to apply. We have continued to
promote the grants to all members of the Society following the production of the Grant Finder leaflet and
through work of the Grants Subcommittee to steer and progress our grant provision. Full details of all SFAM
grants are available through the grant finder leaflet, the website and in the Microbiologist. The recipients of
the awards made in 2010 are described in the following tables.

President’s Fund

This fund, which is at the sole discretion of the President, provides grants for Full ordinary and Full student
members to assist them in attending scientific meetings or workshops related to their area of expertise. This
remains one of the most widely used awards with a normal maximum of £1000 and a cycle of two years
between applications. Applications are welcome from new members as long as they have a full year’s
membership before they apply for funding. Table 1 details the awards made in 2010. A total of 34 grants were
made by the President and 33 were actually taken up and 1 application was declined for funding.

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The Society has funds to assist groups, clubs and societies with an interest in microbiology to invite notable speakers to
give guest lectures. Normally, up to £500 can be made available for this purpose and a condition of the award is that the
lecture appears in the group’s programme as ‘The Society for Applied Microbiology’ lecture. No Grants were awarded in
2010.

SfAM wishes to assist microbiologists in developing countries and Eastern Europe through this award. All nominations for
awards will normally be considered by the Awards panel in July, November and March of each year. The award aims to
support SFAM members to visit laboratories and provide lectures and training in appropriate areas of applied microbiology.
Overseas SfAM members can visit UK laboratories to receive training in appropriate areas of applied microbiology or
technology transfer in applied microbiology where sources of funding do not exist. Details of the 2010 awards are shown
in Table 4.

Culture collections are a crucial resource for microbiologists from all realms of our subject. However, many collections
throughout the world are in danger of being lost. This fund is designed to allow UK experts to visit endangered culture
collections, to provide training and advice in order to preserve culture collections either in situ or within the country of
origin. It is also to provide short term relief and pay for the relocation of collections to a willing recipient where collections
cannot be maintained in situ. The total amount available is £5000. This will normally be made available in individual
smaller awards, exceptionally as a single grant. The two awards made in 2010 are detailed in Table 5.

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This fund is available to full members of SfAM working in a private, academic, or government laboratory who wish to train
in a new technique. SfAM will pay a maximum of £1000 per week for a one to four week visit and include staff travel
expenses and laboratory consumables.

This grant is available for SFAM members (full or student) studying for an MPhil/PhD in applied microbiology under the
direction of a supervisor who is also a S/AM member. The funds will be used to contribute towards university fees and the
applicant can apply for up to £3000 per annum for three years maximum (full-time study or equivalent if studying part-
time). A full application will have to be made every year with justification and detailed progression status to be considered
for continuation of the award. Eligible persons will have no other source of funding and will normally be working, taking
time out to study or be self-funded researchers. The applicant will also be eligible for attendance at one SfAM conference,
towards the end of their study where a poster or oral presentation of their work must be presented. Three applications
were made in 2010 and all were declined funding.

This grant is available for newly appointed lecturers, in their first permanent academic appointment in a Higher Education
Institute, to pump-prime their microbiological research. It will normally not be awarded to applicants who have already
received a major research grant from other sources. Applicants should be current Full members of SfAM and have been
so for at least two years prior to their application. Funding of up to £10,000 is available to a successful applicant.
Applicants can apply for this grant within three years of the start date of their first appointment. Applicants need not
necessarily be in a “Microbiology” lecturer post but their research field and proposed project should be in the field of
applied microbiology. This grant is not available to Research Fellows or Post Doctoral Researchers (Table 7 provides
detail of the 2010 award).

This fund is available for SFAM members supervising a postgraduate research student who is also a SfAM member. The
fund will support consumables or a small piece of equipment required to complete their studies in the area of applied
microbiology. The award will be up to the value of £2,500. Eligible persons will be supervising a postgraduate student who
has no funding from any additional source. No grants were awarded in 2010.
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This grant provides pump-priming funds to develop an innovative piece of work associated with applied microbiology
which has public engagement as its main focus. The applicant will have to demonstrate how the project can bridge the
gap between research and the public.

Examples of appropriate projects include events promoting a microbiological subject or an exhibition of art work related
to applied microbiology. Maximum award is for £2,000. Eligible persons will be SfAM members who have no funding from
any additional source. An acknowledgement to SfAM must be given. Three grants were awarded in 2010 and are detailed

in Table 8 below.

The Society has been active in
responding to government consultation documents and media enquiries facilitated by Communications Manager, Lucy
Harper and Communications Officer, Clare Doggett.

Public Affairs

Alison Kelly represented SfAM at a Science Community Representing Education (SCORE) conference organized by the
Society of Biology.

Media

In 2010, SfAM did background work briefing journalists, finding experts for the Science Media Centre (SMC) and guidance
on how to handle an issue and who was and who was not suitable to work with the media. Media enquiries generated
coverage on topics as diverse as the Human Microbiome Project and hygiene and winter illness.

SfAM meetings in 2010 generated media coverage, including extensive coverage on the use of nanosilver in controlling
infection after the Environmental Microbiology lecture 2010 which was given by Prof. Willy Verstraete.

In addition, the Summer Conference resulted in an excellent article in Lancet Infectious Diseases.

A number of press releases generated online coverage from SfAM journal articles including over 100 outlets featuring
articles on an article in the Journal of Applied Microbiology on the hygiene of hand dryers.

Myself, and a number of SFAM members made comment to the media on subjects such as H1N1 influenza and the
importance of washing fresh produce.

SfAM continue to support the work of the Science Media Centre.

Articles

The communications team have written an article publicizing the Spring Meeting for the March issue of the Biomedical
Scientist magazine (IBMS) and President, Geoff Hanlon has written an article on the challenges faced by microbiologists
for “Science in Parliament” the magazine of the Parliamentary and Scientific Committee.

Books

Communications

The Communications Subcommittee continued during 2010 to work on SfAM’s communications strategy.

Lucy Harper organized a session at the Summer Conference in Brighton on Science Communication, involving myself as
Hon. General Secretary, Lucy Collister and Lynne Miller of Wiley-Blackwell, Alok Jha of the Guardian, Ed Sykes of the
Science Media Centre, award-winning science blogger, Ed Yong and professional science communicator, Bernard Dixon
OBE. This session demonstrated the importance of communicating scientific research and was well-received by
delegates.

SfAM continue to support the work of Sense About Science, through sponsorship of their ‘Standing up for Science’
workshops, which provide early career scientists with an understanding of media work SfAM also support their Annual
lecture, which this year saw an interesting talk by Professor Fiona Godlee, Chief Editor of the British Medical Journal.

Website

The website development project continued with much research, which formed part of a research project, undertaken to
establish the online needs of a wide variety of stakeholders. A company was appointed to take on the development of
the SfAM website in November 2010. PixI8 will be taking on this work and hosting the new website through its
development and for the foreseeable future.

Outreach

SfAM were sponsors of the MiSAC competition to design a story board for a public information film on cooking meat safely
on a barbeque. The judging took place at the SGM offices in Spencer’s Wood, Reading on 4 March 2010 and involved
Lucy Harper, Martin Adams and Anthony Hilton.

SfAM held several events at the British Science Festival which took place between 14-19 September 2010.

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In January this year the Society held its Winter Meeting at the Royal Society in London. The plenary session began with
the 5th Denver Russell Memorial Lecture given by Dr Gerald McDonnell of STERIS Ltd., UK. Dr McDonnell’s presentation
was entitled “Biocides and public health: the more we look the more surprises we find”. This was followed by two plenary
lectures which addressed the “Development of new drugs for the treatment of latent tuberculosis” and “Pitfalls in the use
of biocides in practice” which led nicely into the two afternoon parallel sessions. A full meeting report was published in
the March issue of the Microbiologist magazine.

The 4th “Broadening Microbiology Horizons in Biomedical Science” one day meeting was held at the Stratford Q Hotel in
Stratford upon Avon in April. The meeting began with SfAM/Procter and Gamble Applied Healthcare Microbiology award
lecture given by Professor Peter Borriello of the Veterinary Laboratories Agency entitled “There’s brass in muck”. This
was then followed by lectures outlining the latest developments in gastrointestinal infections. A full report of the meeting
was presented in the June issue of Microbiologist magazine.

This years Summer Conference in July was held at The Grand Hotel, Brighton. Last year saw the introduction of a new
initiative of holding a pre-meeting workshop and again we decided to continue with this initiative and start the meeting
with a workshop entitled “Science and the Media”. The Lewis B. Perry Memorial Lecture entitled “Contagious bovine
pleuropneumonia: in search of the origins and virulence of lung sickness” was given by Dr Robin Nicholas of the
Veterinary Laboratories Agency on the Monday night. The meeting program included sessions on Biofilms, Listeria (new
perspectives on an old pathogen) and Bacteriophages (applied bacteriophage technology). The program on Wednesday
afternoon included the Student Offered Papers Session which featured five excellent presentations which illustrated the
high calibre research being carried out by student members of the society. The final presentation on Wednesday
afternoon was the 2010 W.H. Pierce Prize lecture entitled “Bad bugs and biocides; do common household disinfectants
select for antibiotic resistant bacteria?” which was given by Dr Mark Webber from the University of Birmingham.
Wednesday evening featured the ever popular conference dinner at which the awards for best student offered papers and
posters were presented. The evening also featured a speech from the winner of the 2010 SfAM Communications award,
Prof John Oxford of London Queen Mary's School of Medicine and Dentistry. Prof Oxford gave a very informative and
entertaining overview of his work with the media. A full meeting report was published in the December issue of the
Microbiologist magazine. The meeting also received coverage in the press and was the subject of two articles by Bernard
Dixon in both Lancet Infectious Diseases and the ASM’s Microbe.

In October the 2010 Environmental Microbiology Annual lecture entitled "Microbial Resource Management (MRM): the
road to go for environmental biotechnology." was presented by Professor Willy Verstraete from The Laboratory of
Microbial Ecology and Technology (LabMET), Ghent University. This annual event sponsored by SfAM and Wiley
Blackwell was held at the Royal Society of Medicine and was attended by many high-profile microbiologists. Professor
Verstraete, discussed how the 'super challenges' facing us in the 21st century could be alleviated with the use of
microorganisms. For those who were not able to attend the lecture was made available online the following day through
the World Wide Web.

The Meetings Secretary is very grateful for the work the meetings subcommittee, SfAM staff and other members of the
society put into organising these meetings and making them such enjoyable and interesting events.

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In my second year as honorary treasurer, it gives me great pleasure to report that our finances remain very strong, due to both
our excellent partnership with Wiley-Blackwell and the value of our managed portfolio. Thanks to the stewardship of our
investment brokers, Brewin Dolphin, our overall worth of the Society now stands at £5,441,665 as of 31st December 2010,
compared to £4,403,627 at the end of 2009.

Once again our income stream continues to improve. Individual membership numbers have increased and corporate
membership has remained stable. The society has benefited hugely from excess journal income over budget and it is paramount
that our flagship journals; The Journal of Applied Microbiology and Letters in Applied Microbiology continue to perform well.
Wiley-Blackwell has done an excellent job marketing the journals and procedures are in place to maintain or even improve the
standard of the articles. Our partnership agreement with Environmental Microbiology and Environmental Microbiology Reports
generates substantial income. We also support Microbial Biotechnology which is beginning to establish itself and should provide
additional income in the future.

Our involvement in the MED-VET-NET project came to end in December 2009, but unfortunately the final payment hasn’t been
received. | reported last time that our involvement has cost us approximately £30,000 over the term of the project and that was
probably money well spent. That was on the assumption, however, that other amounts owing would be paid. Unfortunately, one
of the partners has had financial issues with the project and consequently no funds have been returned to us. There is, however,
good news on the horizon, as we have been promised an interim payment of just over €48,000 until this matter is resolved, which
we will gladly accept. | will report back further information next year when the matter should be resolved.

Finally, as an incorporated limited company and registered charity, the strong financial position of the Society ensures that we
remain in a position to continue to expand the Society’s business of both increasing the membership and building further the
reputation of SfAM as the voice of microbiology. The benefits to our existing members remain solid and are exemplified by the
excellent publications and generous grants that are available. This has allowed us to introduce two new grants for the coming
year, namely the ‘Attendance at Scientific Meeting Grant’ and the ‘Organising a Regional Scientific Meeting Grant’. In addition,
we have again employed a substantial subsidy on the 2011 Summer Conference, with the aim of providing low cost education
of the highest quality in the wonderful setting of the Clontarf Castle, Dublin

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The Society for Applied Microbiology is a charity and a company limited by guarantee, first incorporated in 2008. The
governing documents are the Memorandum and Articles of Association. The object of the Society is to advance for the
benefit of the public, the science of microbiology, in its application to the environment, human and animal health,
agriculture and industry.

The Society is governed by the Executive Committee consisting of 13 members. Of these four members are Officer
positions (President, General Secretary, Treasurer and Meetings Secretary) and are chosen by the Executive Committee
itself.

The other nine members are nominated and elected by the membership. The Executive Committee meets three times a
year. In addition, a variety of sub committees report to the Executive Committee. These sub committees include Meetings,
Finance, Publications and Communications groups.

All newly appointed or elected members of the Executive Committee receive an induction pack. This comprises the
Society’s Memorandum and Articles of Association, minutes of recent committee meetings, organisational charts and
papers describing the duties and responsibilities of Officers and other committee members. All members of the Executive
Committee are required to complete declarations of other interests, including potential competing interests, and that they
are not disqualified from serving as company directors or charity trustees.

The Society for Applied Microbiology provides four main resources for its professional members.

1. Scientific publications, that is the Journal of Applied Microbiology, Letters in Applied Microbiology, Environmental
Microbiology and Reports, the Microbiologist and the Microbial Biotechnology.

2. Scientific Conferences and Meetings

3. Grants

4. The Society web-site

For the past few years the Society has been in a situation of having an excess of income over expenditure. This is largely
due to the provision of the Scientific Journals on-line, with increased take-up and reduction in production costs. This was
driven by the Society to stabilise income streams and provide funds for strategic review of provision of benefits to the
Society’s members.

The market value of the listed investments of the Society, as of the 31st December 2010, is £4,695,305. These are not
available for spending but are held for the purposes of income generation and are not regarded as free reserves. The
Trustees of the Society have designated three reserve funds:

1) Property operating reserve (£150K). To ensure adequate reserves for maintaining the operational property.

2) Publications reserve (£200K). To ensure adequate reserves for the publication of journals for members. The
journals are a core function of the Society and essential to its future stability.

3) Grants reserve (£100k). To ensure adequate reserves for meeting grant commitments. The Society provides grants
for its members to attend scientific meetings, help students into work by providing funding for suitable work
experience and attend and provide lectures. This is considered to be an increasingly important part of the Society’s
undertaking.

The trustees feel that these reserves will allow the Charity’s activities to continue at the present level over a reasonable
period in the event of a significant drop in income.

Under the Constitution the Charity has the power to invest in any way the trustees wish.

The trustees, having regard to the liquidity requirements of operating the Society have operated a policy of keeping
available funds in an interest bearing deposit account and seek to achieve a rate of deposit interest which matches or
exceeds inflation as measured by the retail prices index.

The trustees have a risk management strategy which comprises:

+ An annual review of the risks the charity may face;

+ The establishment of systems and procedures to mitigate those risks identified in the plan and

+ The implementation of procedures designed to minimise any potential impact on the charity should those risks
materialise.

This work has identified only a few minor new risks but it has resulted in better emergency procedures and contingency

plans and has given the impetus for better planning. Particular attention has focussed on non financial risks arising from

health and safety legislation. A key element in the management of financial risk is the setting of a reserves policy and its

regular review by trustees.
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The Trustees (who are also directors of Society for Applied Microbiology for the purposes of company law) are responsible for

preparing the Trustees’ report and the financial statements in accordance with applicable law and United Kingdom Accounting

Standards (United Kingdom Generally Accepted Accounting Practice).

Company and charity law requires the Trustees to prepare financial statements for each financial year which give a true and fair

view of the state of affairs of the charitable company and of the incoming resources and application of resources, including the

income and expenditure, of the charitable company for that period. In preparing these financial statements, the Trustees are

required to:

+ select suitable accounting policies and then apply them consistently;

« observe the methods and principles in the Charities SORP;

+ make judgments and estimates that are reasonable and prudent;

+ prepare the financial statements on the going concern basis unless it is inappropriate to presume that the charitable company
will continue in operation.

The Trustees are responsible for keeping adequate accounting records that disclose with reasonable accuracy at any time the

financial position of the charitable company and enable them to ensure that the financial statements comply with the Companies

Act 2006. They are also responsible for safeguarding the assets of the charitable company and hence for taking reasonable steps

for the prevention and detection of fraud and other irregularities.

Each of the persons who are Trustees at the time when this Trustees’ report is approved has confirmed that:

+ so far as that Trustee is aware, there is no relevant audit information of which the company's auditors are unaware, and

+ that Trustee has taken all the steps that ought to have been taken as a Trustee in order to be aware of any information needed
by the company’s auditors in connection with preparing their report and to establish that the company’s auditors are aware of
that information.

NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31 DECEMBER 2010

1. Accounting Policies

Basis of preparation of Financial Statements

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, with the exception of
investments which are included at market value, and in accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard
for Smaller Entities (effective April 2008). The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
the Statement of Recommended Practice (SORP), “Accounting and Reporting by Charities” published in
March 2005, applicable accounting standards and the Companies Act 2006.

Company Status

The Charity is a company limited by guarantee. The members of the company are the Trustees named on
page 2. In the event of the company being wound up, the liability in respect of the guarantee is limited to £1
per member of the company.

Fund Accounting

General funds are unrestricted funds which are available for use at the discretion of the Trustees in
furtherance of the general objectives of the company and which have not been designated for other
purposes.

Designated funds comprise unrestricted funds that have been set aside by the Trustees for particular
purposes. The aim and use of each designated fund is set out in the notes to the financial statements.

Restricted funds are funds which are to be used in accordance with specific restrictions imposed by donors
which have been raised by the company for particular purposes. The cost of raising and administering such
funds are charged against the specific fund. The aim and use of each restricted fund is set out in the notes
to the financial statements.

Investment income, gains and losses are allocated to the appropriate fund.

Incoming Resources
All incoming resources are included in the Statement of financial activities when the company is legally
entitled to the income and the amount can be quantified with reasonable accuracy.

Gifts in kind donated for distribution are included at valuation and recognised as income when they are
distributed to the projects. Gifts donated for resale are included as income when they are sold. Donated
facilities are included at the value to the company where this can be quantified and a third party is bearing
the cost. No amounts are included in the financial statements for services donated by volunteers.

Donated services or facilities, which comprise donated services, are included in income at a valuation which
is an estimate of the financial cost borne by the donor where such a cost is quantifiable and measurable. No
income is recognised where there is no financial cost borne by a third party.

Income tax recoverable in relation to donations received under Gift Aid or deeds of covenant is recognised
at the time of the donation.

Income tax recoverable in relation to investment income is recognised at the time the investment income is
receivable.
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1. Accounting Policies (continued)

1.5 Resources Expended
All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been included under expense categories that
aggregate all costs for allocation to activities. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular activities
they have been allocated on a basis consistent with the use of the resources.

Support costs are those costs incurred directly in support of expenditure on the objects of the company and
include project management carried out at Headquarters. Governance costs are those incurred in
connection with administration of the company and compliance with constitutional and statutory
requirements.

Grants payable are charged in the year when the offer is made except in those cases where the offer is
conditional, such grants being recognised as expenditure when the conditions attaching are fulfilled. Grants
offered subject to conditions which have not been met at the year end are noted as a commitment, but not
accrued as expenditure.

1.6 Tangible Fixed Assets and Depreciation

Tangible fixed assets are stated at cost less depreciation. Depreciation is provided at rates calculated to write
off the cost of fixed assets, less their estimated residual value, over their expected useful lives on the
following basis:

Fixtures & fittings -  20% straight line

Office equipment -  20% straight line

1.7 Investments
Investments are stated at market value at the balance sheet date. The Statement of financial activities
includes the net gains and losses arising on revaluations and disposals throughout the year.

1.8 Operating Leases
Rentals under operating leases are charged to the Statement of financial activities on a straight line basis
over the lease term.

Benefits received and receivable as an incentive to sign an operating lease are recognised on a straight line
basis over the period until the date the rent is expected to be adjusted to the prevailing market rate.

1.9 Foreign Currencies
Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated into sterling at rates of
exchange ruling at the balance sheet date.

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated into sterling at the rate ruling on the date of the transaction.
Exchange gains and losses are recognised in the Statement of financial activities.

1.10 Pensions
The company operates a defined contribution pension scheme and the pension charge represents the

amounts payable by the company to the fund in respect of the year.

1.11 Irrecoverable VAT
Irrecoverable VAT is charged against the category of resources expended for which it was incurred.
