· Promoting the journal through their networks and speaking engagements and soliciting high-quality submissions

· Will be an active researcher with an international network and should be able to demonstrate their stature and impact in their field
· Will have experience in a senior editorial role handling submissions for a reputable journal and some knowledge of publishing ethics
· Will be a team player, committed to providing excellent author service and to AMI’s diversity and inclusion values
